The Latino Family Alcohol and Drugs Services Center (LFC) is a project of the California Hispanic Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse, Inc. and is a non-profit agency partially funded by the Los Angeles County Alcohol and Drug Program Administration.  We provide outpatient and residential services to youth, families, and adults who face an alcohol or drug issue or its related problems through prevention and intervention modalities.  We enjoy a history of partnership with the courts, probation, schools, and community based organizations and communities.
The following programs are located at the Latino Family Alcohol and Drug Services Center at 5801 E. Beverly Blvd., Los Angeles, 90022 Phone: 323-722-4529

The General Relief (GR) Program: is designed to assist those individuals who are chemically dependent and whose recovery will be paid for through the county.  They are provided with individuals, groups, (12) step meetings, and random drug testing. These participants are often times homeless, unemployed, and disconnected with their families.  This program is utilized as a stepping stone, not only to recovery, but to regaining a strong foundation for these participants to rebuild, restore, and reunify with their families, and their lives.     

The Proposition 36 (P36) Program is a court ordered three level-phased program which focuses on rehabilitation vs. incarceration.  We provide group sessions, (12) step meetings, and random drug testing.  After care has been a tremendous tool for the participants in this program because they are allowed to continue to remain connected to the program and its activities, and can receive assistance for services such as:  job searches, continuing education, and health issues.

The Adult Drug Court (ADC) Program is a court ordered (12) month intensive outpatient program.  Client’s progress through (3) phases of   development, and are closely monitored by the courts.  The initial phase of this program requires the participants to attend (20) hours or more per week at our facility.  Since this program is so long and so intensive, these participants are taken to a variety of social recreational events including; job fairs, museums, camping trips, and often times assist in many of these events as volunteers.  

The Dependency Drug Court Program “A Better Me” is a highly specialized substance abuse treatment program that works in day-to-day partnership with the Los Angeles County Family Dependency Treatment Court to assist parents whose children have become involved in an out-of-home placement because of parental substance abuse. Working hand in hand with the judges/commissioners, prosecutors, defense attorneys, social workers, and other team members who are seeking to protect children from the risk of physical and/or emotional injury due to parental neglect and/or abuse.

The CalWORKS Program is designed to assist parents, and single parents in need of substance abuse counseling.  They are required to attend groups, individual sessions, parenting classes, and participate in random drug testing.  We also provide opportunities for these children to bond with their parents through a variety of social recreational activities.

The Youth Intervention (YIP) Program is designed to assist at risk youth and their families in the treatment of drug and alcohol related problems.  We provide crisis intervention through individual and family counseling, treating not only the symptoms of addiction but also focusing on core issues.  The social recreational aspect of the program facilitates opportunities for pro social activities through interactions with each other and their counselors and often exposes them to places they have never been to. 

We have six residential facilities that operate out of 5801 E Beverly Blvd, Los Angeles Ca 90022

We have one female youth residential program named “Paloma” is a (6) bed alcohol and drug recovery home for adolescent females 12 to 17. Paloma is designed to help young ladies cope with the many feelings, and changes that come along with the decision to be sober by providing an environment that is warm, friendly, and supportive.  

We have one male youth residential program named “Aguila” is a (6) bed alcohol and drug recovery home for adolescent males 12-17. Our home offers the opportunity for these young men to get support so that they can change, and learn to live life without the use of drugs and alcohol.

We have two female adult residential program named “Mujeres” & “Latinas” is a (6) bed alcohol and drug recovery home for adult women age 18-56.  The women who enroll into our home often are court referred or self-referred.    The home is designed to provide women with an environment that is warm and supportive of them throughout their time in recovery.

We have one male adult residential program named “Latinos” is a (6) bed alcohol and drug recovery home for adult men age 18-56.  The men who enroll into our home often are court referred or self-referred.    The home is designed to provide men with an environment that is warm and supportive of them throughout their time in recovery.

We have one women’s transitional living program named “Serenidad” is a (6) bed perinatal sober living home that provides safe, stable, alcohol and drug free housing for women who are pregnant or have infants and young children.  Serenidad means peace in Spanish, peace is what this home offers these women.  This home encourages women who are living their recovery, but who may be struggling financially, not to give up.  It offers them a steppingstone to transition into their financial responsibility with ease.  
The following programs are located at The Latino Family Youth Services Center at

The Hermanos Program is an after school alcohol and drug abuse prevention program for 7th and 8th graders. It consists of educational and recreational activities.  The youth that participate in this program are often low-income, living in areas with high exposure to drugs, gangs, and high drop out rates. The Hermanos Prevention Program implements educational and preventive strategies that focus on promoting healthy lifestyles, family communication, community awareness, and education to Latino Youth on the negative affects of alcohol/drug use. The goal of the Hermanos Program is to increase youth awareness of how to prevent alcohol/drug abuse in their families and communities. The many social and recreational activities that this program offers these youth make a tremendous difference in their lives.  
The (CPRP) Viva Con Fuerza Program is an alcohol prevention program designed to address community conditions that encourage or enable drinking and drug abuse; to reinforce responsible social attitudes and policies regarding the appropriate use of alcohol, and instill individuals with positive attitudes regarding controlled alcohol consumption.  Services provided include: regularly scheduled alcohol/drug awareness and education presentations, referrals to appropriate community services, self help groups and pro-social alcohol/drug free activities for program participants and visitors, as well as other services or components as required.

The Methamphetamine Prevention Program is designed to educate young adults on the effects of methamphetamine and to address MA-related issues in our communities, in order to decrease use among young women in our communities.

Parenting Awareness Month

By hosting and organizing various events, celebrations, workshops and trainings, Day One helped establish March as Parenting Awareness Month.  Activities are intended to enhance parenting skills by developing better family communication, discipline, firm and consistent rule making and other parenting skills.  Highlights of the month include a Parent Resource Fair and a free Parent Conference.  The goal is to celebrate people rearing children with the ultimate aim to rear children who will grow to be happy, healthy, and drug-free.  

Youth Month

Day One and the City of Pasadena provide a month-long calendar of alcohol and drug-free activities designed to enhance “protective factors” in youth.  This is accomplished by increasing the number of accessible activities throughout the community that promote the building of developmental assets in young people.  This endeavor was a result of youth concerns that 


August is a time when summer school, jobs, camps, and vacations come to an end.  This leaves many children with little or nothing positive to do.  Youth Month seeks to prevent alcohol, tobacco, and other drug abuse, and related problems such as violence among youth.  Pasadena was the first city to proclaim August as Youth Month and we are the only community with such a program nationwide.  

Prevention Institute

Many of Day One’s programs are run through the Los Angeles County Prevention Institute.  The Institute provides tools, services, and technical assistance to individuals and agencies who are working toward the same goal– to strengthen the work they do, and to help their work shine in the community.  Services and resources available through the Institute to the community include:   Leadership Development Training, Specialized Workshops, Printed Resource Materials, Technical Assistance, and Speakers.

Youth Advocates

Day One trains high school and college students as positive role models based on the social influence model, which has been determined by CSAP, NIDA, OJJDP, & US Department of Education as an effective prevention approach.  Youth are trained on basic alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs (ATOD) information, understanding consequences of using ATOD, developing reasons not to use, recognizing that most youth don’t use ATOD, resisting social pressures to use, supporting others in making non-use decisions, and recognizing alternatives.  Youth are recruited from throughout Pasadena, Altadena, and Sierra Madre and serve as peer educators for other youth in providing prevention education.  Function: alcohol, tobacco and other drug prevention, social justice issues, youth voice, youth empowerment.

Coordinating Council

The Coordinating Council, a drug-free community coalition, was started in 1987 to address the substance abuse prevention & policy needs of Pasadena and Altadena.  Coordinating Council is a collaboration of members of the community, as well as representatives from the City of Pasadena, Pasadena Police Department, LA County Sheriff-Altadena Station, Pasadena Public Health Department, treatment providers, youth serving organizations, faith community, and various human resources and service organizations.  The 


Council meets to discuss substance abuse prevention & policy needs in the area and also provides organizations an opportunity to share information and network with one another.  Membership is open to any individual or organization committed to reducing problems associated with alcohol, tobacco, and other drug use in the community.  Members are expected to share information, help disseminate prevention messages, and promote drug-free lifestyle.

Environmental & Public Policy

Public policy is essential to achieving meaningful changes and Day One seeks to assist communities, as key agents of change, as well as policymakers, in gathering relevant data and information, analyzing research findings, identifying policy options and supporting advocacy efforts that can lead to improved quality of life.  Additionally, a founding member of Nuisance Abatement Team, a city wide collaborative to reduce nuisances and problems related to crime and drugs

The Substance Abuse Prevention and Youth Services Program is funded by the Los Angeles County Department of Public Health Alcohol and Drug Programs Administration; thus, there is no charge for services.   The Prevention Programs use both community intervention and person to person skill building strategies to increase awareness about the relationship between personal and community problems and the mis-use of alcohol and other drugs.



Elementary and middle school student improve communication and decision making skills while developing a sense of self-confidence using the “Beyond Bias: Think Peace” Program which teachers prejudice reduction, conflict resolution, and peer mediation.  The skills gained are then applied to resisting media and peer influence to use alcohol and other drugs.

Older students and adults meet in small groups to learn skills which encourage making healthy life choices while exploring the impact that using alcohol and other drugs has on their lives.  Prevention staff make presentations and provide training on prevention issues and topics.  We work with the schools and community to build a partnership to reduce risk factors and increase the protective factors necessary for youth to develop resiliency skills.  We provide parenting classes and training to strengthen a family which, in turn, helps children to better cope with daily living.

The Youth Services Program provides adolescents and their families with education and intervention to assist the teen in maintaining an alcohol and other drug free life.
